The Band boasts a large variety of music, which along with its Royal Marine
style uniform, has earned it the reputation on which it thrives.

Band membership is usually 50+ and has a full military line up and Corps of
Drums.

After almost 54 years the bands Management Committee decided to omit the
word ‘Boys’ from the title because the Band now consists of both male and
female members, with ages ranging from 10 to 25.

The band’s Management Committee successfully applied to the Arts Council for
a grant to re-roof and refurbish Richardsons Hall in Romford and was awarded
£31,500 in 1996 with funds coming from the National Lottery.
